In our society from birth to death, more tragedies are being passed as human rights 
violence, hunger, health problem, illiteracy, gender abuse, child abuses, 
superstitions, social evils, bondage, unotuchability and cultural backwardness. Tribe, 
Dalit, Widows, Disabled, Destituted aged, orphans, labours and other people 
concerned are beyond the bottom level in the society with the suppression, 
exploitation and deprivation. Their habitations and working places of the most of the 
people are in rural and remote areas without even basic amenities, which are still as 
untouchable and unreachable one to them.  
 
The differences between people to people should be reduced soon. It should be 
removed completely at a stage. The above people should be protected and taken for 
their life changes and rightful developments.  
 
These are desires and concept of every member of the organisation and so they are 
combined with a planned and consolidated social works through an organization. So 
then ROSI was founded. This is annual report for the year ended 2009 - 2010.

      ACTIVITES COMPLETED WITH ACCOMPLISHEMENT  
 
01. Tribal Development programme (TDP) 
 
a. Solar Lights – In this year, solar lanterns were provided to 42 tribal families, who 
are in to caves and dense forest facing threaten from wild animals and insects. They 
were provided by a solar light, which gives lighting, charge to cell phone and running 
radio. The solar light protects from animals and insects in the forest. Children are 
studying in the light and the radio gives news and knowledge about the outside 
world. Some body are using for charging their cell phone.   
 



  
 
b. Educational centre -  Five crèche centres for 122 tribe children are being run in 
that they are getting nutrias, education, recreation and health support. They were 
under the risk of life with starvation and unsafe condition. The area is inaccessible 
because of no roads and wild animals. No school/crèche within the area. Their parents do 
not have the means to provide even one meal a day to their family. They hunt and eat roots 
for survival. The child was starving and had no access to food, education or health care. 
This support is very useful to them and they will be taken to regular schools after 5th years 
completed.  
 
c. Human rights issue –   Spot Light  
Human rights issues are being faced by the tribe people in various type and from 
various people. Daily in their life both survival and development, they are affected 
routinely.  

  
     Victim Mr.Alagarsami             Fact finding on the affected 21 families   
 
On 24.09.2009 at Velampannai village, Mr. Antisamy S/O Palanisamy, a tribal was 
attacked severely by a gang of non-tribal and upper caste people dominated in 
population, political and economical. Immediately petition was dropped to Police 



station. No action by case registration and accused arrest were happened. But the 
police abused and beat the affected petitioner Mr. Antisamy.  
 
In the condition of the tribe’s petition dropped, the above accused people were 
become angered and grouped with several people. The six members group attacked 
Mr.Alagarsami, a tribal by using weapons. They also beat the all 21 tribe families 
and sent in to caves and dense forest. The all families escaped at the night time to 
dense forest and caves letting all things, land and cultivation & livestock.  
 
ROSI foundation has been supporting the people taking to Samathuvapuram and 
Kodairoad areas where food and cloth provision done in the temporary shelters. 
Then we set up fact finding team by High court lawyers (five numbers 
Mr.Arunachalam, Mr.Vadivel, Mr.Punitha Devakumar, Mr.Murugan and 
Mr.Bhagavatsingh) who visited and report made. ROSI took them to drop petitions to 
the collector, Superintend of Police, DSP & DRO but they were not moving. Then 
ROSI filed a writ petition through the team in High court bench Madurai seeking 
actions and protection for the tribes. It ordered to the district administration and 
police office. Now they were not arrested under SC/ST atrocities act (3(1) (X) and 
3(1) II) and. Relief has been provided as interim and all they resettled in to their 
village/habitation.  
 
d. Community certificate:   
Community certificate issue is a major among tribe and this homeless – cave tribe 
without inclusion of population census that is very difficult to be obtained. Without 
community certificate, they can’t be as a tribe from welfare scheme and SC/ST 
atrocities cases. The process and official handling is very difficult that is very slowed 
if they are voiceless. 
  
ROSI is taking the issue as important one and facing the challenges, In this year 17 
tribe people were obtained community certificate by the continue efforts of ROSI 
FOUNDATION. 26 applicants are to be issued shortly by the completion of process.  
  
e. Housing and House Patta :   
In the Housing matter, 9 families got housing patta at Varaganathi areas after ROSI 
Foundation continue efforts by petition dropping, RTI act and agitation conduction. 
Remaining 15 families are to be provided shortly in the ending of the process. 
Houses (Temporary shelter) to 25 tribes’ families in SIrumalai have been provided 
by ROSI Foundation at Ponnuruvi area of Sirumalai Hills.

f. Retrieving and Rehabilitation:   
 
27 tribe families have been retrieved in this year from the caves and dense forest 
areas. They are under relief and rehabilitation support. Remaining people are still in 
the caves of Tholukkadu, Kannadiparai, Ponnuruvi and Palani Hills areas. Due to the 
lack of funds and limited resources, we could not relieve the all people and 
rehabilitate them from the caves. Then Children are under the education by ROSI 
Educational centre.

Now they are come under the population census and efforts taken for voting, MFP, 
ration / family card, etc. Although the poverty is continued, the risk life is over after 
the rehabilitation. Income generation programme (IGP) is to be provided shortly to 
them that will reduce the poverty and sustainable income. 
 
The below photos are showing some tribe families still in to caves with the risk of life 
and tragedies. They are to retrieve shortly that requires resources and funds. In the 
searching and shortly obtaining the funds, they will be completely retrieved from the 
risk and caves life.

02. Children Development Programme (CDP)   
 
Educational centre 
Five educational centres are on going in the Sirumalai Hills area for 122 tribe 
children. Through the programme, the tribe (poor) children are protected from 
starvation giving food first one and then playing, education and health needs. These 
are protecting the tribal children from hunger and quasi- orphan condition providing 
childhood enjoyment, nutrious / health and education. 
 
ROSI Foundation has been running the education and nutrias centre with one 
teacher and one cooker to each that is giving morning and evening nutrious, and 
noon food. Education with school bag, educational material and playing materials 
were given. Dress -2sets, educational materials and teaching tools to the centre 
were given. Health checkup, iron and vitamin tablets were provided. 
 
122 tribe children is freed from starvation and having now preprimary education, 
nutrius, heath and joyful (playing). The orphan condition in day time is fully averted. 
She is enjoying her childhood life freely.

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03. Dalit Development Programme (DDP) 



 
12 Dalit issues as atrocities, women oppression, sex abuses, land and social evils 
were taken in this years in that 5 cases were got disposal favouring to the victims. 
Remaining are still pending under court process.  
   
SPOT LIGHT :  Mrs.Selvi is a dalit girl, who married an upper caste man in 2005. 
Both husband and wife were not allowed in to house and preventing them in the 
community activities. So, the couple sought asylum and stayed in the girl’s parent’s 
house for 6 years. In the six years passing, the man’s father and mother expired. 
The all properties including the two houses were taken by the brother of the man.  
When seeking and entering in to one of the house, the families beat her severely 
and abused by telling her caste. She was become injuries and mental affection.  
 

  
Police refused to take action and the petitions were dropped to District Social 
welfare Board for action under home / women oppression and to the superintend of 
police & the district collector for SC/ST atrocities act. They also slowed the action 
but ROSI pressured through the state women commission and then the case in 
District Court, Keeranur. The court ordered one house as interim relief. The 
atrocities case was registered after high court approached by ROSI and direction 
given. Rs 6000 was provided as interim relief by the atrocities case. The two case 
are on going.  
 
04. Home Support Programme (HSP)   
 
Destitute Aged Home: 
In the old age home, 38 destitute / orphan aged persons both gents and ladies are 
inmates. They are mostly from oppressed caste, poor families and rural areas with a 
challenge of survival ‘bread’. +

Disabled Home:  
 

   
 
In the programme, 48 disabled persons were supported to get identification card 
from district rehabilitation office and they are being organized as sangam / groups in 
that all kinds of disabilities are involved. Care and support on disabled by families, 
community and concern government functionaries, are being insisted through 
concern people. Loan and welfare schemes are to be provided through the 
department people under disabled rehabilitation programme.  
 
22 disabled persons are supported in our home with the provision of food, 
recreation, health and safe accommodation.   
 
05. Environmental Development programme (EDP)  
 



NEAC (National Environment Awareness Campaign):  On climate change topic 
with the support of Ministry of Environment and Forest, New Delhi and PEACE 
Trust, Dindigul, NEAC programme was organized for women and youth at 
Tirukkokarnam schools on 28 & 29.02.2009. 
 
110 youth and 50 women are direct beneficiaries of the programme by training and 
demonstration. But 7550 indirect beneficiaries are reached by the programme.  
 
This programme covered the areas in Pudukkottai urban limit that are 
Kamarajnagar, Brindavan, Machuvadi, Balajinagar, Palaniappanagar, Kovilpatti, and 
Narimedu in Pudukkottai town (Pudukkottai dist)   
 

  
 
Sustainable / eco – agriculture programme 
 

ROSI Foundation is organising small and marginal farmers as sangam and 
promotes them through organizing as sangam empowering in sustainable agriculture 
and promoting in rights based activities. In present agriculture and its backwardness, 
rejuvenation of traditional and sustainable cultivation methods as inputs and 
techniques are required.    
 
Still land is main livelihoods of the rural, dalit and tribe people that is depended for 
survival by them. So its sustainability in the cultivation practice is important. 
Certification works following the training and application / works of the farmers have 
been done through involving experts to 55 organic farmers for their performance of 
the works. 
 
105 small and marginal farmers were trained in the eco-agriculture in that resource 
persons were taken from relevant sources. They were training on Vermi compost 
making, Vermi wash, Panchakaviam preparation, Amirthakaraisal production, Azolla 
and other eco-pesticide. Training, production and application were done by both 
lectures and demonstration. 
 
10 kinds of herbal saplings/seedlings were distributed to them and Azolla seed kits 
distributed.  
 



06. Human Trafficking Prevention (HTP): motivation and mobilisation of 
community, people committee function, skill training, retrieving and rehabilitation, 
lobby/advocacy, legal action and rejoining in to school are main work in the 
programme. In 25 Panchayat in Nagapattinam and Tiruvarur districts, the 
programme is ongoing with sustainable function of people committee in prevention 
and retrieving of trafficking   
 
07. Women Development Programme (WDP) :  
 
Livelihoods training:       
The poor girl children of Pudukkottai district Tamilnadu were mostly school dropouts. 
Most of them engaged in labour work in quarries, bricks kilns, gem cutting, loading 
and unloading (lorry) and fish processing. The laborious work was affecting them 
physically and stealing their childhood. Few of them became sex trade victims.  
 
ROSI Foundation is supporting the trainees’ women for employment and self 
employment after completion of training. They were averted from trafficking victims. 
their life’s are free of abuse and exploitation toward economical independence.  
 
On simple chemicals, the women were trained for IGP of soap, Phenol, detergent, 
Washing powder, etc.

Widows / Destitute women are isolated from the community and exploited by sex 
and other matter concerned. They are let as single with their children. If they are 
under poverty and hunger, they are under compulsion of sex abuse mostly and the 
children education. In the condition, their life running is under crisis and tragedy.  
 
ROSI Foundation realizes the matter deeply that it has been training on tailoring and 
garments making. In this year, 35 widows / destitute women were supported to 
income generation and self business after the training. Now they are with own 
business and development. They are reduced from poverty and exploitation. This 
support is very useful promotion to them.          
 
CBOs organizing and empowerment: Self help groups among Dalit and tribe 
women are being organized in that 54 groups are involving in to saving, routine 
meeting and inter lending. Most of the members are become empowered on women 
issues, trafficking and children education.  
 
Not only in saving, interlending and small business empowerment but they are 
equipped in gender equality, women issues, human rights and social evils matters.       
 
Disabled Girls support programme   
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World Women Day Programme 
This programme was organized in Mullai Nagar, Kurvar Colony in that fully Gypsy 
women and plain tribe women were participated. Games, competition and public 
meetings were organized.   
 
255 Gypsy women participated in the programme from five areas of Aranthanki, 
Namunasamuthram, Keeranur, Karambakudi and Rengammalchatram. In the 
programme end, public meetings were organisaed in that the rights of women and 
prevention of exploitation especially on Gypsy women were discussed. Prizes were 
given  to the winners of the competition.

Naturopathy and Yoga Motivation Programme 
The programme was organized with the support of National Institute of Naturopathy 
and Yoga for rural people, who are lack of knowledge and practice in Naturopathy 
and Yoga, although these are followed since the olden age and forefather. The 
method is our traditional one that is based with our diet system and cultural practice.   
 
Dr.Vairamani BNYS and Dr.Nithya BNYS were trainers of the programme that the 
first one was at Urgampatti village and the second one was at Illuppur. The following 
topics were discussed and yoga practice was done.

Basic of Naturopathy:  History of Naturopathy, traditional healing system, various 
therapy, naturopathy and cost free, naturopathy and free of side effect, etc. 
 
Diet:  Natural food using grains, fruits, vegetable, etc. Uncooked food, greenish items, 
Avul with sugar and coconut mixtures, herbal tea, etc were in the porgramme. 
 
Therapy:  Mud therapy, water therapy, banana leaves therapy, Sun bath, constipation 
removal, personnel hygienic, earlier morning bath, were discussed. Prevention of 
Diabetics, Rheumatic, hyper tension, Asthma, etc also were discussed.. 
 
Yoga and its practice:  History of yoga, kinds of yoga, Human body and yoga, diseases 
curing by Yoga, Mud therapathy, etc were discussed with some practical / 



demonstration. Curing of Diabetics, Rheumatic, hyper tension, digestion, neck pain, 
etc also were discussed. 
 
Specifically 100 families were equipped in naturopathy and traditional healing 
system in that 50 more families are in practice of Naturopathy and Yoga.    
 
EYE Support  
 
This programme is helping the aged person on eye and health support. Cataract –IOL 
(intraocular lens) operation gives visual to the poor and aged persons to see the 
world. Although 352 aged persons require the support in the two districts through they 
were come under health camp and screening testing by us, ROSI supported to 20 of 
them in the operation by this year.  
 
Eye operation is being done through a hospital. They got all testing there such Hp, 
tension, duct and sugar tests. Then they were undergone cataract-IOL operation and 
got visual in their affected eyes again.  
 

   
 
10. Special Programme  
 
Staff Training: the first staff training was conducted in Pudukkottai on “Dalit and 
Tribes Empowerment needs” for two days on 10.06.2009 & 11.06.2009. the second 
training for ROSI’s staff on 13 & 14.02.2010 was conducted at the training centre in 
the topic of Social Analysis and capacity building. The programme was started by 
Mr.Krishnakumar, Programme Manager, CCF India. Mr.Kannan, Mr.Perumal and 
Mr.Rajendran were resource persons in the programme.  
 
19 staff of ROSI Foundation participated in the programme in that they all 
understood about the social analysis, personality, team works, social works, etc. The 
training programme was very useful to the beneficiaries for working in NGO.   
 



    
 
Students Placement and Support programme :    
 
In the programme, Maruthupandiyar College students were supported in that five 
students Mr.Pirabakaran MSW, Mr.Subramnaian MSW, Ms.L.Asha MSW, 
Ms.Mangaiyarkarasi MSW and Ms.Sangeetha MSW were working in our 
rehabilitation and development programme.
